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Hey Google, Help Us Save That Language
WHEREAS, there are nearly 2,000 spoken languages and dialects in Africa, 300 of which are endangered, and 
WHEREAS, these endangered languages are culturally rich in African history, and
WHEREAS, of the nearly 7,000 spoken languages throughout the world, approximately 2,000 have less than 1,000 fluent speakers living and 50% are not expected to survive the next 50 years, and 
WHEREAS, the University of Hawai’i’, Eastern Michigan University, and Google are working in conjunction with the Endangered Languages Project, which was created by the Alliance for Linguistic Diversity and promotes the protection of languages and culture, and
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the United Nations, in coordination with the Endangered Languages Project, document, record and share endangered languages in Africa that are at risk of extinction. To do this:
1. The UN will set up The African Language Global Region, the first of six Global Regions, where UN humanitarians will be sent in order to digitally record endangered languages. 

2. The UN, when requested, will provide transportation and/or military protection in order to safely allow Google employees and UN humanitarians to locate, interact, and record languages from native speaking people. 

3. The UN will partner with Google to upload these recorded endangered languages for international access.

4. The University of Yaounde, located in Cameroon’s capital, will create a free-to-use educational program designed to teach these African endangered languages to any person wishing to learn them.

5. Upon the successful establishment of the program at the University of Yaounde, Cameroon will work with other countries in the Africa Global Region to develop similar language education programs in each country.

When this program is established enough and shows viability, the final five Global Language Regions - Central & North America, South America, Europe, Asia and Australia - will be established using similar guidelines and expectations.
