Solar-powered Desalinization Plants 
WHEREAS the United Nations stated that worldwide more than 1,000 children die daily due to water-borne diseases, mostly in poor and underdeveloped countries such as the Dominican Republic, and

The scientists will help make plans to build solar powered desalination plants at locations to be recommended by the UN scientists to efficiently purify the water in the Dominican Republic. The United Nation’s scientist and engineers will arrive sometime during the end of 2018 or early 2019 and will stay until the Dominican government finished the construction of the desalinization plants built, which will occur no later than by 2025.
