WHEREAS, Goals 3, 5, 8, and 10 of the United Nation’s Sustainable Development Goals address well-being, gender equality, decent work and economic growth, and reducing inequalities, and

WHEREAS, a Women’s Committee Council dedicated to helping women worldwide already exists at the United Nations, and
WHEREAS, human trafficking is a global problem yet nearly 75% of countries are currently incapable of stopping human trafficking, and
WHEREAS, more than 10,000 women are sexually assaulted daily worldwide, and
WHEREAS, more than 1-in-3 women have experienced physical or sexual violence, and
WHEREAS, in many countries worldwide, including most of Africa, a woman has a greater chance of being sexually assaulted than she does of learning how to read, and
WHEREAS, every day more than 800 women die from preventable, pregnancy-related causes, and
WHEREAS, despite efforts globally, men get paid on average 36% more than women for comparable jobs, and
WHEREAS, the pay gap between men and women worldwide for similar jobs was most recently estimated to be 25%, and
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED - The United Nations Women’s Committee Council develops a task force called Women’s Rights Advocacy Program (W.R.A.P.) that will be dispatched to countries that request help in one of the 7 core categories of concern directly identified by the Council - pay, sexual abuse, trafficking, slave labor, job equality, voting suffrage, reproductive rights. This task force will:
· Work in conjunction with the United Nations Women’s Committee Council to develop a regional team to address each country's area(s) of concern.

· Send teams of experts to requesting countries to assist in addressing the nation’s particular areas of concern. 

· Develop sustainable plans to address the requested assistance of the country in need

· Elicit help from the leaders/government/influential citizens of the country in order to help address the areas of concern.
· Hold a biannual meeting of all requesting countries at the United Nations to discuss the progress of each core category and readdress the issues of each country.
