Triple H – Helping Haitians come Home
WHEREAS, the United States granted Temporary Protective Status (TPS) to more than 60,000 Haitian refugees following the 2010 earthquake that decimated Haiti, and
WHEREAS, and the United States is revoking this TPS for Haitian citizens as well as citizens from other countries, including TPS of parents whose children were born and raised in America and are American citizens, and
WHEREAS, Canada is already bracing for an increase of Haitian refugees near Lacolle, Quebec, and  have dispatched heated trailers with beds and showers to help displaced Haitians arriving in Canada, and
WHEREAS, Haiti is statistically the poorest country in the Western Hemisphere and most Haitian Citizens rely on money its expatriates send home to current residents, and
WHEREAS, Haiti has a persistent cholera epidemic and other medical issues that newly arriving refugees will not be prepared, and
WHEREAS, persistent hurricanes have slowed the re-development of Haiti since these citizens were granted TPS, including several in 2016, and
WHEREAS, the United Nations has sustainable goals including “Good health and well-being” and “Clean Water and Sanitation,” and
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the United Nations assist Haiti in establishing and partially funding a temporary Haitian Reclamation Center south of Cap Haitian to ease the transition of the returning Haitian citizens from the United States. The UN, in conjunction with the Haitian government, will:
1. Construct sufficient temporary housing for at least 50% of the returning refugees before their arrival in Haiti.
2. Work with the Red Cross and Worldwide Health Organization to supply and administer needed vaccinations to our returning Haitian citizens prevent future disease epidemics.
3. Help import fresh water and food to help the soon-to-be-arriving Haitians.
4. Work together to find and/or provide long-term opportunities for housing and/or work for returning Haitian citizens.
