Syrian Refugee Crisis 
WHEREAS, more than 1,000,000 Syrian refugees are presently registered and living in Lebanon, and
WHEREAS, United Nation’s Global Issue #17 focuses on helping displaced refugees throughout the world, and
WHEREAS, Global Issues #3, #7, and #8 address good health and well-being, affordable and clean energy, decent work, and economic growth, and
WHEREAS, Syrian refugees are contributing to Lebanon’s already large street trash and pollution, and

WHEREAS, the influx of Syrian refugees is worsening the electrical power issues that are already present in Lebanon, and
WHEREAS, at the present time in Lebanon, nearly 1 in 3 people is a Syrian refugee.
WHEREAS, due to financial limitations the Lebanese government has not been able to provide the incoming Syrian refugees with necessities to acclimate to life in a new country, and
WHEREAS, the United Nations recognizes that Lebanon is one of the top countries in the world for hosting international refugees, and
WHEREAS, continuing to house Syrian Refugees without outside assistance will further heighten the economic and resource hardship Lebanon and Lebanese citizens are already enduring, and
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, The United Nations, in conjunction with Lebanon, will address the Syrian Refugee Crisis in Lebanon by:
1. Helping construct a Syrian Refugee Camp capable of housing up to 710,000 Syrian refugees in the western part of Lebanon near Baabda. 

2. Working with the Red Cross and World Health Organization to help provide food, water and medical supplies for the residents of the refugee camp.

3. Developing a workfare program for Syrian Refugees to have them exchange time performing work for the United Nations in exchange for temporary residency in the camp.
4. Developing a long-term solution that will address both the needs of the Syrian Refugees as well as the needs of Lebanon.
