Get the L.E.D. Out!
WHEREAS, there are more than 110 million active landmines worldwide, including at least 10 million in Afghanistan, and
WHEREAS, more than 65 different countries across the globe have a landmine problem, including the countries of Angola, Cambodia, Egypt, Iran and more, and
WHEREAS, more than three decades of war left Afghanistan as one of the top 10 most landmine-ridden countries in the world, and
WHEREAS, the United Nations Department of Peacekeeping Operations already has a Service called the United Nations Mine Action Service, or UNMAS, and
WHEREAS, the UNMAS is a service that focuses on the coordination and implementation of activities to reduce and limit threats from mines and other explosives, and
WHEREAS, current UN troops can be easily trained to use drones and be financially covered by the current UNMAS budget, and
WHEREAS, the United Nations estimates between 15,000 to 20,000 people are killed every year by landmines worldwide, an average of one person nearly every 25 minutes, and
WHEREAS, there are numerous ways to find, remove, and detonate landmines, but the safest methods include unmanned technological devices, and  
WHEREAS, drones are up to 20 times faster, safer, and around 200 times cheaper than current landmine-removing technology, and 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the United Nations Mine Action Service create and organize a new military task force called the Landmine Excavation Department (LED) to help address the landmine problem throughout the world. This task force will:
1. Purchase 500 drones, metal detectors and other landmine-seeking equipment as well as adequate detonation equipment for destroying the mines once located.

2. Train current UN military personnel how to properly use the drones to locate and safely detonate the landmines.

3. The UNMAS will develop an LED Board to coordinate the LED Task Forces. This Board will create 10 individual units, each consisting of 50 drones and 60 soldiers, that will travel to countries that request the Task Force to remove landmines in their country.

4. The LED Board will develop a plan for the program that will require countries requesting the services of LED to cover the logistics of removing the mines, including providing electricity resources, a base of operations, proper access to resources and financial repayment for resources used for mine removal in their country.
