R.E.A.C.T. (Responsive Emergency Association for Caribbean Territories)
WHEREAS, Caribbean Countries are frequently bombarded by natural disasters such as hurricanes, earthquakes, storm surges and torrential rains, and
WHEREAS, historically countries in the Caribbean have difficulty recovering from natural disasters without international outside assistance, and
WHEREAS, no reactive disaster relief program is currently available for countries in the Caribbean, and  
WHEREAS, it is easier to recover from natural disasters with the collaboration of many sources instead of one country trying to recover solely off of its own resources, and 
WHEREAS, Jamaica has contacted several surrounding Caribbean countries and all conveyed an interest in a disaster planning system, and
WHEREAS, Cancun, Mexico, has been hit by just 2 major hurricanes in the last 30 years, and
WHEREAS, in January of 2019 the strongest tornado to hit Cuba in 80 years left 172 people injured and many more dead, and
WHEREAS, Puerto Rico is still recovering from Hurricane Maria, which dissipated over 17 months ago, and
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the United Nations, creates a program called the Responsive Emergency Association for Caribbean Territories (R.E.A.C.T.), a program designed to help Caribbean nations in the event of a natural disaster. The components of this program are:
1.   Mexico has agreed to fund and build an International R.E.A.C.T. Warehouse in Cancun that will store emergency supplies for all countries in the Caribbean that need assistance recovering from a natural disaster.
2. Nations in the Caribbean and surrounding areas will stock the warehouse with needed supplies, such as imperishable food items, water, and medical supplies as well as portable temporary housing and various tools to aid in recovery.
3. The United Nations will provide adequate personnel to oversee the International Warehouse and coordination of supply distribution to countries in the Caribbean affected by natural disasters. Supplies will be distributed to those countries that have provided supplies to stock the Warehouse. 
4. If a country wishes to continue to receive the aid of the R.E.A.C.T in the event of a natural disaster, the country must actively assist in the resupplying of the Warehouse after items are disbursed to countries  suffering from a natural disaster.
