GREAT – Global Registration and Equality in Africa Taskforce
WHEREAS, undocumented citizens cannot vote, are not qualified for health care, education, and food assistance and do not have a government-recognized identity, and
WHEREAS, according to UNICEF, as many as 65% of the population of Sudan is undocumented, and
WHEREAS, according to UniStats, as many as 55% of Sudanese children in the rural north are not registered, and
WHEREAS, 35% of parents do not know they need to register their children, and 18% of parents have no accessibility to registration authorities, and
WHEREAS, 8 of the 10 countries with the lowest birth registrations are on the continent of Africa, and,

WHEREAS, nearly 1 out of every 7 children does not possess a birth certificate, and
WHEREAS, there is no official charge for birth registration, but the citizens throughout Africa are being charged, making it difficult, and sometimes impossible, to register as a citizen, and
WHEREAS, countries such as Indonesia, Central African Republic, Vietnam, Dominican Republic, Philippines, Bolivia, experience the same issues that we experience in Sudan, and
WHEREAS, granting people citizenship in their country will help to address UN Sustainable Development Goals 3, 4, 5, 8 and 10, and
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the United Nations in conjunction with Sudan send in UN personnel to establish G.R.E.A.T., the Global Registration and Equality in Africa Taskforce. This group will help ensure that all people can safely register as citizens and without charge. This task force will ensure this by:
1. Establishing protocols to help people throughout all countries in Africa travel to birth registration locations and ensuring people have safe access to these centers. 
2. Oversee registration centers throughout Africa to ensure that people are able register as citizens without being charged. 
3. Create and distribute educational literature throughout countries in Africa to inform people of their rights to register as citizens.
4. Work with the governments of countries throughout Africa in order to improve the ability of their people to obtain citizenship.
